SILK STORY

If you have wondered why silk saris
come at different price points, a large
part is based on the quality of silk &
zari used in the sari. “We also have saris
from Arani, a small village in Tamil Nadu
whose designs are typically traditional
with a Kuttu border that is woven
separately and attached to the sari,”

he adds. The current trend in wedding
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wear, especially for brides, is all about
pastel shades with a contrasting blouse,
and the store has plenty of options.
